With our General Welfare Center as a base, Kimino Town conducts various health clinics, insurance schemes, and nursing programs so that all

town residents can lead healthy and fulfilling lives. To ensure that such care remains accessible, the Town has also established remote clinics in

Kuniyoshi and Hasekebara districts. These work under the purview of Nokami Kosei General Hospital in order to enhance the local medical care

Covered with mountains and forests, Kimino Town also promotes the use of these rich resources and provides support for forestry projects.

Disaster Prevention

For smoother transportation, we are carrying out maintenance work on National Route 370, Prefectural Road Nokami-Shimizu, and Town Road
Kamataki-Shibame. We also operate community buses, alongside support outings for the elderly and those who have difficulty moving around.

In addition, The Shimosasa Water Filtration Plant is being completely renovated and other waterworks facilities are being upgraded.

In order to protect the lives and property of town residents, we have formulated both a regional disaster plan and a citizen safety plan so that we
are prepared for disaster in advance. For example, radios have been installed to be used as a means of communication in the event of an

, a local information distribution service.

emergency, while other information is distributed through “Kimino Navi”
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To create a more active community and enrich the lives of residents, we provide a range of adult learning opportunities with a view towards

revitalizing regional exchange.
In addition, the town actively conducts a total of 65 community center activities including clubs and lectures. Sport fans are equally attended to,

with 30 registered groups in the town allowing residents to maintain their mental and physical health whilst interacting with others.
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Kimino Town is home to many cultural assets, including National Important Cultural Properties, Prefectural Important Cultural Properties, and

natural monuments designated by the prefecture, which have been protected by our predecessors and passed down as part of our daily lives.
